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Much is still unknown about human behavior. Unanswered questions remain and further
research is necessary. Knowledge about motivation, leader behavior, and change will continue
to be of great concern to practitioners of management for several reasons: It can help improve
the effective leadership of human resources; it can help in preventing resistance to change,
restriction to output, and personnel disputes; and often it can lead to a more productive
organization. Our intention has been to provide a conceptual framework that may be useful to
you in applying the conclusions of the behavior sciences. The value that a framework of this
kind has is not in changing one's knowledge, but in changing one's behavior in working with

people.

We have discussed three basic competencies in influencing: diagnosing - being able to
understand and interpret the situation you are attempting to influence; adapting - being able
to adapt your behavior and the resources you control to the contingencies of the situation;
and communicating - being able to put the message in such a way that people can easily
understand and accept it. Each of these competencies is different and requires a different
developmental approach. For example, diagnosing is cognitive or of the mind in nature and
requires thinking skills; adapting is behavioral in nature and requires behavioral practice; and
communicating is process-criented and requires learning and interrelating the key steps in the
process. Because these three competencies require different knowledge and skills, how do we
continue the process that we started with.

The key to starting the process of changing behavior is sharing what you have learned with
other people in your own organization. Two things occur when people who work together all
have a common language. First, they are able to give each other feedback and help in a very
rational, unemotional way that effects behavior.

Second, when followers start to realize that if their manager is using situational leadership, it is
not the manager, but their behavior, that determines the leadership style to be used with
them.

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Research has established that the learning of motor skills is specific. This applies also
to perceptual-motor movement since perception is involved in all voluntary movement except
reflex action. Visual perception is very important in motor learning but information can be
received through the channels of sound, touch, smell, taste and awareness of body position.
In complex motor activity, the senses are used in an integrated manner. In the game of
basketball, for instance, players use vision to shoot a basket, sound to hear the referees touch
to feel the ball and kinesthetic sense to recognise their body position in relation to other
players and the basket.

Effective control of the visual system depends on Visual acuity - the ability to see the objects
clearly; Perceptual constancy - the ability to determine the difference if any, in size, shape and
colour of the object; Depth perception - the ability to have awareness of the distance between
objects; visual tracking - the ability to perceive a moving object.

Auditory, similar to visual perception consists of subskills and there is Awareness - ability to
indicate that there is a sound or not; Discrimination - ability to discriminate between different
tones and frequencies of sounds; Direction - the ability to determine the direction from which
sound is coming and Figure-ground - the ability to distinguish a specific sound from other
noises occurring at the same time.

In the kinesthetic system instead of using an eye or ear to receive information the kinesthetic
system instead of using an eye or ear to receive information the kinesthetic system utilizes
proprioceptors located in joints. Three skills closely related to kinesthetic perception are
Balance - the ability of the individual to position the body in response to gravity; Body
awareness refers to an understanding of the body in space and laterality - the ability to
distinguish between the two sides (left and right) of the body.
