At the turn of the century, a dominant conception of the child as learner was that he was
cognitively an "empty organism" responding more or less randomly to stimulation, and
characteristically learning when specific responses were connected with specific stimuli
through the meditation of pleasure or pain. The organism itself, it was believed, would do
nothing to learn or think if it were not impelled to such activity by primary drives like hunger
or thirst or by externally applied motives like reward and punishment. Experimenters in the
laboratory were connecting correct responses of animals to puzzle boxes by giving or
withholding food and teachers in the classroom were connecting correct responses of children
to problem cards by giving or withholding approval.

In pointing to this aspect of the turn-of-the-century view of the leamner, | do not mean to
derogate the historic achievement of the connectionist formulation of learning. But the
essential point remains, a conception of the learner as an ideationally empty organism
associating discrete stimuli and responses through the operation of rewards and punishments
under the control of the teacher. Both the stimulus - what was supposed to be learned - and
the response - what was actually learned - were believed to be determined by the teacher.

It was no accident that the materials and methods of instruction and the form of the classroom
were teacher-centred. The teacher was necessarily placed in front of the classroom -
sometimes on a dais or platform - and the pupils in chairs rigidly fastened to the floor in
straight rows facing forward so they would not turn away from the only source of the learning
experience: the teacher. Given this contemporary vision of the learner, what could be a more
eminently practical and sensible image of the ideal learning environment? Indeed, there is a
letter by John Dewey dating from this period in which he complains that when he was trying to
equip his new school according to his different conception of child as learner, he was unable
to find any other kind of classroom furniture.

Even during the heyday of Indian cultural influence, the local musical tradition did not die. The
reliefs, in both the ninth-century Buddhist stupa in Borobudur, Central Java, and in the thirteen
century temples of Angkor in Cambeodia depict metal percussion instruments typical of the
region today. Development over the centuries led to the present forms of orchestras and their
repertoire - the saing of Burma, the pipad of Thailand, Cambodia, and Laos, and the gamelan
of Indonesia with numerous variants.

The role of accompanying music in the overall aesthetics of the theatrical genres is of the
greatest importance. One can hardly imagine Western Opera or ballet isolated from their
musical context. Similarly, the classical forms of South-East Asian theatre have their distinct
auditive structures. As elsewhere in regions influenced by India, the dancers-actors in South-
East Asia do not always use their voices, but are rather physical representations of the mythical
figures expressing themselves with gestures and dance movements. Often the narrator,
singers, and chorus in front of the orchestra present the plot and the dialogue. Thus the
auditive structure of South-East Asian theatre developed into its specific and unmistakable
forms.

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It is interesting to note that symbolism, which has always been a strong feature of Indian art
and religion, is also to be found underlying the attitudes and attributes of Shiva as represented
in his various dance poses. For instance, in the Ananda Tandava, or Dance of Bliss, the hand
holding the damaru or rattle drum stands for creation; the hand shown as a flat palm with
extended fingers gives assurance of protection; the hand holding the fire signifies destruction
and purification; the foot planted on the subdued dwarf symbolises the snapping of the fetters
that bind the soul in ignorance and illusion; the upraised foot implies a release from the
bondage, which means emancipation of the soul from the cycle of re-birth; and the fourth
hand pointing te the raised foot tells of the path of salvation or deliverance.

Nor does the significance end here. For one who can perceive deeper the Ananda Tandava
attitude of Shiva, it is fraught with yet more recondite symbolism, as, for instance, is seen in
explaining the damaru. It suggests vibrations - vital vibrations which constitute the first step in
the evolution of the universe as also the birth of sound - primal sound on which all music and
language of the Universe are based. Some images show Shiva with flying locks of hair studded
with stars - the set pattern of the rhythm of the cosmos. While two eyes of Shiva represent the
two eyes of the world, namely the sun and the moon, his third eye, in the centre of the
forehead, stands for latent fire; together Shiva's three eyes are also taken to indicate the past,
present, and future integrated into the infinite span of Time. The serpents adorning various
parts of his body suggest the diverse forces he has tamed and harnessed. The wearing of a
man's earring on one side and a woman's on the other implies that he embodies in his form
both male and female energies. The Ganga spouting from his streaming tresses gives
affirmation of his death- lessness. And Shiva's dance on the ugly, writhing dwarf signifies the
complete defeat of evil in the world.

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Modern Puppetry

In the context of ancient and rich puppet tradition in India, the situation in modem puppetry is
most depressing. In Delhi, there is practically not a single active puppet group. The first phase
of the evolution of modern puppetry in the early 50s was part of the cultural and artistic
resurgence of the post-independence era. A few groups sprang up in big cities like Delhi,
Calcutta, and Bombay.

Along with the individual puppeteers and puppet groups, some institutions involved in the
promation of the arts also encouraged puppetry. Most of the work was done in Kathputli, the
string puppets of Rajasthan, which have new themes and involved traditional puppeteers.
Finding new opportunity of work, some fifty families of puppeteers from Rajasthan had
migrated to Delhi and settled on the outskirts of the city. They are still there and demanding
rehabilitation.

In Delhi, Bharatiya Natya Sangh (Indian Centre of International Theatre, UNESCO) took
initiative under the inspiration of the late Kamala Devi Chattopadhyaya, who remained a great
promoter of traditional arts and crafts all her life. A few plays were done with new themes in
Rajasthani string puppets (Kathputli) involving traditional puppeteers and under the guidance
of Inder Razdan, a scholar of traditional theatre crafts. With financial support to the Natya
Sangh from the government, Razdan also made a large collection of puppets, masks,
headgears, costume and other items of theatre crafts which are displayed in a crafts museum
in New Delhi. Bharatiya Kala Kendra, another cultural institution devoted to the training in
music and dance, took interest in puppetry and some plays were produced under its auspices
in Kathputli style.

During this period most serious work was done by the late Devilal Samar in Kathputli at
Udaipur with his institution called Lok Kala Mandal. He maintained a troupe and participated
in several international puppet festivals. He organized two national puppet festivals in the
sixties. His institution maintains a museum displaying puppets, masks, musical instruments,
costume and other items of theatre crafts. Influenced by European modern puppet traditions,
he introduced new themes and experimented in making puppets in new designs.
